Dear Dr. Ferguson:
This is a followup for Mr. Huhn with stage IV chronic kidney disease, prior left-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer without recurrence, hypertension, hyperparathyroidism and anemia.  Last visit in September.  No hospital admission.  No procedures.  No changes in medications.  All review of systems 14 of them is negative.  He has low platelets, stable overtime without any bleeding.  Blood pressure at home 140s/74.  Present blood pressure losartan maximal dose.  We do have space as needed for Norvasc and metoprolol.  He is not on antiinflammatory agents or diuretics.

Review of Systems:  Negative.

Physical Examination:  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.

Labs:  Creatinine 2.5, stable for the last three and half years.  GFR 25 stage IV.  Recent platelet 92.  Anemia 12.7.  Electrolytes, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, and albumin normal.
Assessment and Plan:

1. CKD stage IV, stable for the last three to four years.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.

2. Renal cancer, left-sided nephrectomy.  I am not aware of recurrence.  Next blood test update urinalysis protein-creatinine ratio.

3. Secondary hyperparathyroidism, update PTH.

4. Anemia, minor, not systematic.  No bleeding.  No treatment.

5. Chronic thrombocytopenia, stable overtime, not symptomatic.  No treatment.

6. Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
