PATIENT NAME: Anaya, Daniel

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/08/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s blood sugars have been high recently. The patient was given a prescription of Jardiance but his insurance did not cover it and he is not taking Jardiance. He is only taking insulin and metformin. The patient had blood test done at Quest Laboratory on March 3, 2021 and it showed blood glucose of 258, hemoglobin A1c of 9.0, and calcium level 10.4. The patient also has skin rash on the arms and chest, which appears like tinea versicolor.

PLAN: In place of Jardiance, we ordered Farxiga 10 mg daily and we gave him coupon with $0 copay. The patient will monitor his blood sugars and he will call us. Meanwhile his insulin dose was increased to Novolin N 40 units in the morning and 20 units in the evening. He will continue metformin also. His blood pressure is high today. Amlodipine and valsartan will be changed to amlodipine/valsartan 10/160 mg one daily. The patient will be seen again in three months. Fasting blood test including PSA will be done before next visit. We will do physical examination next time.
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
