PATIENT NAME: Cline, James

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/08/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s blood pressure is slightly high today. We found out that he is not taking amlodipine 10 mg, which was ordered before. His blood pressure was repeated and it was 140 systolic at one time and later on it came down to 135/75. Earlier when he came to the office blood pressure was 151/89. The patient says his blood pressure is about 122 to 140 systolic at home.

PLAN: The patient has a previous history of low blood pressure therefore amlodipine will be started slowly. Amlodipine 2.5 mg daily is added. He will continue his other blood pressure medicines including ramipril 5 mg daily. The patient will continue amiodarone for atrial fibrillation. The patient missed previous appointment. Blood test will be done today. He will be seen again in three months.
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
