ADDENDUM TO TRANSITIONAL CARE VISIT
Medications: The patient’s medicines on discharge of 02/27/2022 are:

1. Amlodipine 10 mg a day.

2. Metoprolol tartrate 25 mg twice a day.

3. Hydralazine 25 mg twice a day.

4. Folic acid 1 mg a day.

5. Famotidine 20 mg twice a day.

6. Metformin 500 mg twice a day.

7. Vitamin C 500 mg a day.

8. Albuterol inhaler one puff q.6h.

9. Flonase nasal spray twice a day.

10. Dulera 200 mcg/5 mcg one puff twice a day.

The patient just finished her clindamycin today and she was on a tapering dose of prednisone 10 mg 3 tablets a day for five days, 2 tablets a day for five days and 1 tablet a day for five days and, today, she has one more day of prednisone left that she is going to take.

The patient on her previous hospital discharge was using nasal oxygen. Today, she was not using nasal oxygen. She had a left AK amputation for peripheral vascular disease several years ago. The patient’s Dulera was refilled. The patient has few other appointments going. The patient had seen Dr. Tan this morning. I have to still get his records. The patient has an appointment with pulmonary on 04/04/2022. The patient was found to be anemic and she is going to go to Cancer Center for iron infusions. She is to take also over-the-counter zinc, oral iron and magnesium; this is as per discharge instructions. The patient has no fever, no cough and pulse oximetry is doing well. I have done this a transitional care visit. I am going to see her in the office in the first week of April.
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
