History: Ms. Horton is a 76-year-old white female who has an extremely abnormal gait who is using a walker for ambulation. She has had bilateral total hip replacements and total knee replacements done. The patient has long-standing rheumatoid arthritis and her both hands show deformities of rheumatoid arthritis. Her last hip replacement done by Dr. Veazey was in May 2021, when apparently she had a fainting spell and fell and the prosthesis sort of got shifted and she went back to see Dr. Veazey and he told her that re-surgeries for this does not work and that she will just have to use a walker. The patient’s gait is very unsteady and abnormal. She was brought to the office by her husband. The patient has extreme difficulty getting in and out of the car. She states that recently her sister and one brother had passed away. She states that she had a Cologuard test sent to her, but has not done it yet. She states she never got workup for her fainting. She had a cardiac clearance by Dr. Gutierrez for the hip surgery, which she felt made her heart good. The patient sees Dr. Grismer who is a rheumatologist at Scott & White Clinic. Her cardiologist is Dr. Gutierrez. The patient had been seen once by me in 2020, and then, I got a letter from Scott & White Clinic that she is seeing a PCP there and they wanted to know what tests we had done and we let her know that the only test she had done with us was a stool iFOB. The patient states they assigned her Dr. Richa Mahajan and the patient had some trouble with leg cramps and all, but because she was having problems and because she was having a Medicare physical in January, they did not want to address her problems, instead told her to come again, which upset the patient and the patient ended up coming back here. The patient was told she had a Medicare deductible of 233 and the patient stated that she had seen all these doctors all the time, but never had paid a dime. I told that I have no idea, but she does have and she is seeing me for the first time and deductible is not paid as per Medicare records and she does not have secondary insurance, but she needs to, she will need to pay us or she can leave right now and the patient agreed to stay. I ordered complete lab work. She has had COVID shots and a booster. I also made sure that Dr Gutierrez and Dr. Grismer, Scott & White Rheumatology got the labs. I did an EKG on her and that showed ventricular bigeminy. I told her that is significantly abnormal and that she has to see the cardiologist soon. She has seen Dr. Gutierrez. We will try to send a referral to Dr. Gutierrez again tomorrow letting her know of the abnormal EKG. I told her she will need to have serial exams with me as she is a sick lady and the patient will need lot of physical therapy because she has tendency to fall and fall precautions explained at length.
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
