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TRANSITIONAL CARE VISIT

History: The patient’s admission to St. Joseph Hospital was on 02/20/2022 and discharge of 02/25/2022.

The patient’s medical problems include:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Status post mitral valve replacement.
The patient is on chronic anticoagulation with Coumadin. The patient’s prothrombin time and INR are being followed by the Coumadin Clinic at St. Joseph Hospital. The patient went there to check her PT/INR and she felt that the PT/INR was extremely abnormal. So, she sent the patient to the lab from the Coumadin Clinic and at the lab they found out that the patient’s PT/INR was way out and the patient was coughing up blood and also was found to have hemoglobin of 6. The patient was significantly anemic. She received 1 unit of blood transfusion.

The patient’s medication list reconciled. The patient is on:
1. Metformin 500 mg twice a day.

2. The patient is off aspirin now. She is not on aspirin.

3. Atorvastatin 20 mg a day.

4. Metoprolol succinate ER 50 mg a day.

5. Lanoxin 125 mcg a day.

6. Amlodipine 5 mg a day.

7. Coumadin 2.5 mg on three days a week, which is Monday, Wednesday and Friday and rest of the days, she takes 5 mg. So, this is a different dosage.
8. She is off lisinopril.

The patient has been advised to take iron and she decided to take iron chelate at least two a day and we will see the patient in the office in the next two to three weeks.
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
