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1. JM, 4-month-old baby who presents with fever. Does not feel good. Diagnosed with URI. Swab testing was negative. Mother states that everything was fantastic and child is doing better.

2. VF, 32-year-old woman with painful ears secondary to insect bite. She was happy with the care. Received only Neosporin, has not picked up the medication, already doing better.

3. BU, 42-year-old woman with foot pain. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with abrasions. Left message for her.

4. TD, 17-year-old with possible symptoms of STI. The tests were sent. Treated with doxycycline. She was not available to discuss her experience.

5. LR, 25-year-old with pelvic pain and pregnant. Diagnosed with UTI. She eloped before the patient could be given any prescription and when I called she did not answer the phone.

6. AV, 3-year-old with fever and sore throat. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with interstitial pneumonia. Treated with Amoxil. No one was available to give me an update on the patient.

7. EV, 9-year-old with fever, sore throat. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with URI. No one available to give an update.

8. RG, 20-month old baby with fever, vomiting, diagnosed with viral bronchitis. Mother not happy. The child is still running the fever 28 hours later after the visit. No medications were given from the emergency room and she felt like Dr. Yee did not explain things to her very well. Mother was encouraged to take the patient back for reevaluation since she feels that the child is maybe doing worse.

9. KM, 9-month-old with fever and vomiting. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. The patient is breast-fed. Sent home with Tylenol and Zofran. The number left in the ER was a bad non-working number.
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10. JJ, 27-year-old with fracture dislocation of the left middle finger. The dislocation was reduced. Second x-ray was obtained. Confirmed the reduction. Small fracture was noted. Referred to ortho. Kept in splint. The patient happy with the care.

11. AG, 48-year-old with left eye pain, diagnosed with corneal abrasion, happy with the care. Given gentamicin/prednisolone ointment. Already doing better.

12. GE, 18-year-old with fever, cough, congestion, sore throat, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea diagnosed with flu A and treated. He was not available for comments.

13. ZM, 13-year-old with fever, cough, and congestion. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with flu A, treated with azithromycin, Tamiflu, and mother states that he is already doing better and they were happy with the care that was given by Dr. Yee.
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
