GARZA, HOSE

This is a 72-year-old gentleman totally nonverbal on hospice because of Alzheimer’s dementia. Since last certification, he has lost 7 pounds. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, minimal appetite, 100% ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He lives with his wife. He is found to be agitated at times, sleeping 20-22 hours a day or at least staying in bed that long. He continues with shallow breathing. He requires morphine and other medication for pain and agitation. He has definitely declined since last certification and remains hospice appropriate at this time, expected to live less than six months.
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
