Dear Disability Determination Service:

Sirvan comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has had difficulties functioning in the work environment because of low vision. He has been seen in my office two other times over the past nine years with the most recent examination being in October 2016. At that time, it was recognized that he had pseudophakia in both eyes having undergone cataract surgery when he was 6 months old. At the time, it was noted that he had amblyopia on the left side only. He states that he has not had an interval change over that time. He states that he cannot see small print with the left eye. He does not use eye drops.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/200 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.25 x 095 on the right and +0.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures 20/20 on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 19 on the right and 18 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral posterior chamber lens implants that are clear and in good position. The media are clear and quiet. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic visual field test with III4e stimulus shows 117 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 138 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Pseudophakia.

2. Amblyopia, left side.

Sirvan has clinical findings that are consistent with the history and the complaints. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulty reading small and moderate size print with his left eye only. However, when he wears glasses and is in the binocular state, or using his right eye only, he is able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. As well, his visual fields are full and he does not have difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment. Overall, his prognosis is good.
