Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Song comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a dentist and states that he had to stop last year because of a loss of vision. He states that he has proliferative diabetic retinopathy and that he experienced a vitreous hemorrhage in both eyes. He goes to Fraser Eye Institute and has received injections from Dr. Valice. As well, he had a laser treatment on the right side and a glaucoma tube shunt on the left side. He states that the loss of vision prevents him from visualizing small things such as cavities or fillings when he is working as a dentist. As well, he has difficulties with depth perception such as when he is working inside of a patient’s mouth. Currently, he uses Combigan drops on the left side and takes oral Diamox twice a day.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right side and no light perception on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of –5.50 sphere on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/50 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round. There is an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. Applanation pressures are 14 on the right and 18 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows 2+ nuclear sclerosis to the lens on each side. There is a tube shunt superiorly on the left side in good position. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.7 on the right and 0.95 on the left. There is retinal scarring throughout the periphery on the right side with occasional dot hemorrhages. On the left side, the cup-to-disc ratio is 0.95. The eyelids show 3+ chalasis.

Visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus with a kinetic test shows 87 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Proliferative diabetic retinopathy.

2. Glaucoma.

3. Cataracts.

Mr. Song shows clinical findings that are consistent with loss of vision on the left side and the measured visual acuity on the right side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties with small print and distinguishing between small objects. As well, one would expect him to have difficulties with his depth perception. Certainly, he cannot function as a dentist.
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The visual acuity on the right side can be explained by the cataract. The loss of vision on the left side can be explained by the glaucoma. The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is poor.
