Dear Doctors:

Thank you for referring Mr. Javier Arias for a followup infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient was recently hospitalized at Christ Hospital for diabetic foot infection with osteomyelitis of the fifth digit. Cultures were positive for methicillin-sensitive Staphylococcus aureus. At that time, amputation or fifth ray resection was recommended. The patient refused amputation and was treated with IV antibiotics. Course was complicated by DVT of the right upper extremity secondary to PICC line. The patient has since been started on oral anticoagulant therapy.

At this time, the ulcer was of the fifth digit has closed and there is minimal redness. No drainage. No pus. No foul smell. No crepitation.

Despite this, I am recommending to continue antibiotic therapy and repeat labs including sed rate and C-reactive protein.

If necessary, may need to revisit possible amputation in the future. In the meantime, we will continue conservative therapy and refer back to you for followup.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in care of your patient.
