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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 70-year-old white male that has a history of type I diabetes since he was 20. This patient has been under very good control. He maintains a creatinine that is 0.9, a BUN in the 15 and the patient does not have any proteinuria and does not have any microalbuminuria. The estimated GFR is above 65 mL/min.

2. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass. He is followed by Dr. Siracuse. He has not had any episodes of chest pains, palpitations or skipping beats. The patient has a cardiac evaluation routinely.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading is 140/63. He states that he gets better readings at home.

4. The patient has a history of peripheral vascular disease and a stroke in the past with no sequelae. The patient is on Plavix and aspirin.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Peripheral neuropathy. The patient continues to be very stable. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
