HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury, in July 2020.  It was in San Diego.  The patient was riding a motorcycle.  The patient’s motorcycle was hit by a car.  He instantly fell off the motorcycle and then he does not remember anything after that.  His helmet was damaged.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he had amnesia for the rest of the day.  He was told that he was taken to a military hospital to the emergency room.  The patient was diagnosed with traumatic brain injury.  However, he does not remember anything at the hospital.  He does not even remember he went to the hospital.  Since then, he has seen a traumatic brain injury specialist from the military.
Since the incidence, the patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has forgetfulness.  His memory is poor.  The patient has lost focus.  The patient tells me that his headaches are about every single day.  He would forget about what he is doing.  He struggles to remember things.  He is very light sensitive.  He is also sometimes very sensitive.

The patient is currently going to school.  He tells me that the memory deficit is significantly affecting him to go to school.  He will forget about his homework assignment.  He did poorly on examination.  The headaches are affecting him every day in school.  He is not able to focus.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The light sensitivity is also affecting him going to classes.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus on his homeworks.

MoCA examination today is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 on the delay recall.
