CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, shortness of breath, and sore throat.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that cough started two weeks ago and it is on and off and lately it has been more persistent also it is upon lying down and the patient has a history of COPD and uses inhalers.
The patient also complained of shortness of breath more than usual and especially upon walking up and down the stairs the patient has no chest pain.

The patient also complained of sore throat, which started five days ago. He does not have any swallowing difficulty. The patient was not in contact with any infections or allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sputum production, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on Basaglar insulin 15 units everyday along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of lupus and he is on hydroxychloroquine 200 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of COPD and he is on ipratropium plus albuterol solution 3 mg three or four times a day as needed.

The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

ALLERGIES: Tramadol and mild rashes without any respiratory distress.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality and posterior pharynx is minimally erythematous without any discharge.

NECK: Supple without any stridor or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficit and the patient is ambulatory, but the gait is slow.
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
