MURRAY, ELDA
This is a 92-year-old woman who is being recertified at this time for hospice care.
This 92-year-old woman suffers from end-stage Alzheimer’s disease along with atrial fibrillation, hypertension, esophagitis, hyperlipidemia, constipation, and fall.

Since last certification, she has lost 4.5 pounds. She has suffered from urinary tract infection. She has been a lot more agitated than previously, has been tried on different medications including Seroquel and lorazepam.
She is only eating about 10 to 20%. Her KPS score is 40 at this time. She is totally and completely ADL dependent. She is spending 20 to 22 hours a day in bed. She has minimal appetite and severe muscle wasting in the lower extremities as well as temporal wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition and a huge fall precaution.

Her condition has definitely deteriorated since last certification and the patient is declining as has been indicated above.

The patient is hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
