He was in the hospital about a year six months ago because they thought he had had a “stroke”, but since then he is still able to drive and care for himself, but not to the best of his abilities. The patient’s medications were noted, but not documented. The patient’s blood pressure is elevated at 190/100 with activity. The patient is definitely not a hospice candidate, definitely has more than six months to live and is not home bound and he is still able to drive, but he could benefit from home health evaluation and the blood pressure control before he has another stroke. This was discussed with Kia who is going to refer him to home health or have him evaluated by his PCP regarding better blood pressure control.
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
