HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation and aortic stenosis, complaining of shortness of breath and fatigue. The patient denies any syncope or presyncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEART: Irregularly irregular, 2/6 aortic stenosis murmur heard.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Aortic stenosis.

2. Atrial fibrillation.
RECOMMENDATIONS: I will schedule the patient for an echocardiogram to assess aortic stenosis. Depending on the findings of the echocardiogram we will decide further management. I will follow the patient after the echocardiogram.
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
