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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 66-year-old African American female that we follow in this clinic because of a kidney transplant that she received on 06/20/2019. The transplant was positive for hepatitis C. The patient received full therapy for hepatitis C. The patient PCR has been negative. The patient does not have any complaints at the present time. In the laboratory workup that was obtained on 01/31/2022, the serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 14 and the estimated GFR is 63. The fasting blood sugar was 56.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is induced by the administration of Prograf and probably weight, has been under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.3.

3. The patient has arterial hypertension that is finally under control. The blood pressure is 129/79.

4. The patient has a history of hypomagnesemia that is treated with the administration of magnesium citrate. The magnesium level is at goal.

5. The patient is overweight. Today’s body weight is 227 pounds. She was advised to decrease the total caloric intake in the diet.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The Prograf level was not done at this determination and, in the next appointment, the determination of Prograf will be done.

We invested 10 minutes of the time evaluating the past history and the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face was 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
