DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 74-year-old white female that has adopted a drastic change in her lifestyle. She has been losing weight and has lost 14 more pounds and she is down to 184 pounds; the initial weight was 227 pounds and, as a conclusion of this, she has been gaining kidney function, the creatinine is 0.9 and the estimated GFR is 62 mL/min without evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has irritable bowel syndrome status post laparotomy and release of adhesions. The abdominal discomfort has improved with the administration of Bentyl.

3. Hypothyroidism that is on replacement therapy.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today 135/71.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. B12 deficiency on supplementation.

7. The patient continues to have elevation in the PTH without elevation in the calcium. Close observation is going to be done. The patient has not had any kidney stones. Reevaluation in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup and comparing with the prior ones, in the face-to-face 25 minutes and dictation 7 minutes.
