I had the pleasure to see Susan today for initial evaluation for memory loss.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 79-year-old female, chief complaint of memory loss.  The patient has been having memory loss and cognitive deficits.  The patient tells me that she has short-term memory problems.  The patient will remember things for a little while and then she would forget.  The patient does not have any word-finding difficulties.  However, she has misplaced things very easily.  The patient is not able to remember things for a long period of time.  The patient does not know the holidays.  The patient has sometimes difficulty with names.  She has had naming difficulties.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Mild stroke five to six years ago.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
Cholesterol medication.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with two children.  The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient quit smoking 50 plus years ago.  The patient drinks alcohol on a daily basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

Mother, cognitive issues in the 70s.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has weight loss and hearing problems.

NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION:  The patient is awake and alert.  The patient thinks that today is March 2, 2022.  Today is actually February 25, 2022.  The patient does not know the holiday.  She does not know the next holiday.  She does not know the previous holiday.  The patient does not know the name of the President of the United States.  Serial 7s is 0/5.  Five-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  The patient is unable to produce three words starting with the letter M in 60 seconds time.
IMPRESSION
Alzheimer’s disease, moderate to advanced.  The patient does not know the next holiday.  The patient does not know the previous holiday.  The patient does not know the name of the President of the United States.  Five-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  The patient has significant short-term memory deficits.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. We will start the patient on Namenda 10 mg once a day.
3. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses.

4. Explained the patient common side effects from the medication.
5. I will also call the lab, to see if she has got some general medical lab work done.
6. To look for metabolic disturbances.

7. I will also schedule the patient for an EEG study, to evaluate for background slowing.
