I had the pleasure to see Rani today for initial evaluation for headaches.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 30-year-old female, chief complaint of headaches.  The patient has been having headaches, for the last 5 to 6 weeks.  Mostly in the right frontoparietal scalp area.  The patient tells me when she touches her head, she would have increased head pain.  The patient would have these every day.  The headache intensity is 8/10.  The patient does not know the etiology of the headaches.  There is no significant light sensitivity or sound sensitivity.  There is no nausea.  There is no hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
Pantoprazole.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient is a cosmetologist.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has hair loss, acid reflux symptoms and right knee pain.
IMPRESSION
1. Headaches, mostly in the right frontoparietal area in the scalp according to the patient.  She tells me that every time she touches her scalp, it would hurt more.  She has been having headaches every single day. Differential diagnosis would include tension headache and migraine headaches.  Given she is a female and she is 30 years old, I would try her on a trial of triptan class medications, to see if these are migraine headaches.

2. We will give the patient Imitrex 50 mg a day as needed, to see if that would help the headaches.

3. Explained the patient common side effects from the medication.

4. Recommend the patient follow up with me on April 4, 2022.
5. The patient is to discontinue medication if she develops any side effects from the medication.
