I had the pleasure to see Donald today for initial evaluation for memory loss.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 70-year-old male, with chief complaint of memory loss.  Majority of his memory loss is a short-term memory loss. The patient’s long-term memory is better preserved. The patient misplaces things a lot.  The patient sometimes has word-finding difficulties. The patient has difficulty remembering names sometimes.

Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, or dysphagia.

ALLERGIES

The patient has no known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is married with one child.  The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient quit smoking 30 years ago.  The patient drinks alcohol on a social basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has depression at times.  The patient also has shoulder pain and joint pain.

NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION

The patient is awake and alert.  Five-minute short-term recall is 1/3.  The patient does not know the previous holiday. He does not remember next holiday.  The patient knows today is 03/04/2022.  The patient knows he lives in Livermore, California.  The patient knows the name of the President of the United States is Biden.  He knows his date of birth.

IMPRESSION

Alzheimer’s disease, mild.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will start the patient on Namenda 10 mg once a day.  If he is able to tolerate it well, we increase it to twice a day.

3. Explained to the patient common side effects from the Namenda.
4. We will also recommend the patient to obtain an EEG study, to definitively evaluate for background slowing.
5. I will also call the lab to see he has got some basic metabolic panel and general metabolic workup.
