CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both hip pain and followup on smoking.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her hip pain is painful upon exertion and she is waiting for pulmonary clearance for hip surgery. In the meantime, the patient is using pain medications and uses walker. The patient stated that she smoked few cigarettes yesterday and she is advised to use nicotine patch. The patient is counseled for smoking and she is going to enroll in a smoking cessation program.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on carvedilol 6.25 mg one tablet twice a day along with losartan 50 mg once a day and low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of bilateral hip arthritis and she is on tramadol 50 mg two tablets a day as needed. The patient is scheduled for bilateral hip surgery once pulmonary clearance is done.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple. Stable enlargement of the thyroid gland.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the hip joint bilaterally and weightbearing is much painful.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient ambulates with a walker.
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
