This is recertification.

A 93-year-old woman on hospice because of advanced dementia.

The patient also has a history of hypertension, DVT of the right leg, weight loss, and decreased appetite. BMI of 19 now. Weight reported at 120 pounds down 3 pounds from previous certification. Severely agitated. Spending 20 hours a day in bed, but not sleeping very much, requiring medication to control her pain and agitation.
Since last certification, the patient is now requiring oxygen because of hypoventilation and hypoxemia related to her advanced dementia. The patient was started on oxygen most recently as of end of February.
Since last certification, her response level has diminished even more, she has protein-calorie malnutrition, she is eating very little and most likely has less than six months to live, hence remains hospice appropriate and expected to do poorly.
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
