Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Lungs: With scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds are normoactive. Cardiac: Regular sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. No mood and affect disorder.

The patient had COVID, flu and strep tests done in the office which were all negative except for positive flu test type A.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Type A influenza.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol and Tamiflu. Answered questions. Follow up as needed.
