NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation and continuity of care for treatment of long-standing and chronic migraine.

Dear David & Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Justin Kerr for neurological evaluation.

As you know, he has had a lifelong history of recurrent migraine diagnosed when he was 10 years old.

He has had a number of different medications injectable sumatriptan and more recently by his report Maxalt tablets that have been useful in controlling his cephalalgia.

His aches can occur multiple times per month and sometimes will occur in flurries lasting for more than four to seven days.

He has a history of classic migraine symptoms.

He denied having other medical problems.

He takes normal therapeutic supplements including a multiple vitamin and vitamin D.

He denies having other medical problems.

His neurological examination today is within normal limits.

DIAGNOSTIC IMPRESSION:
History of chronic migraine.
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Clinical history suggesting the possibility of cluster cephalalgia.

No history of reactivity to alcohol.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
In consideration for newer medications that would be useful without potential side effects, I am giving him samples of Ubrelvy 100 mg tablets to take with the onset of a headache anticipating resolution within 15 minutes to 2 hours.

He will call us to tell us if this is effective and, if it is, we will schedule him for followup evaluation and treatment in the clinic initiating Emgality for migraine prophylaxis trial.

Standard of care evaluation with his clinical history we will obtain a non-contrast-enhanced brain MR imaging study at Open Systems Imaging in Chico.

Medicinal prophylaxis, I am giving him a prescription for vitamin B2 and riboflavin 400 mg capsules to take with his supplements on a daily basis for possible headache prophylaxis.

I will see him for reevaluation and followup with further recommendations and treatment recommendations as needed.
