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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 51-year-old African American male that is followed in this practice because of the CKD stage IIIB. The patient has been taking lithium 150 mg p.o. b.i.d. for more than 15 years. The estimated GFR in this case remains to be 43 mL/min and the serum creatinine 2.0. Unfortunately, we do not have the urinalysis as to assess the protein creatinine ratio as we ordered. This kidney function has remained stable; however, it is our main concern that this patient be switched to a different medication in order to prevent deterioration of the kidney function or hyponatremia. We are going to send a copy to Briane Olsen in Peace River Facility in order to urge them to look into the adjusting in the medication.

2. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to nicotine dependence for many years.

3. Schizophrenia.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease and this patient has a history of pancreatitis. We discussed the case with the patient and the caregiver and they are very concerned, but they do not know what to do and it is our initiative to get in touch with Peace River and let them know our concern to see whether or not this medication can be adjusted.

We spent 6 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face, we spent 14 minutes and in the documentation 6 minutes.
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
