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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 70-year-old Hispanic female that has an elevation in the cholesterol at 222, HDL is 47 and LDL is 144. The patient has been very stable up until now and, for that reason, we think that she will get benefit of the administration of Lipitor three times a week; we are going to prescribe 10 mg and adjustments in the diet were recommended as well.

2. The patient has a history of osteopenia. She has been treated with the administration of vitamin D. During the next evaluation next year, we are going to repeat the bone densitometry.

3. The patient has restless legs syndrome that is without exacerbation. The patient in the past had history of thrombocytopenia that is no longer present.

4. The patient has degenerative arthritis that is controlled with the administration of Tylenol on p.r.n. basis. Very stable condition. Adequate kidney function. No evidence of proteinuria. We are going to reevaluate the case in a year with laboratory workup.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 5 minutes in the documentation.
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
