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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old white male that is an end-stage renal disease patient after sepsis related to urinary tract infection. The patient never recovered the kidney function. The complication that we have is orthostatic hypotension; however, he has learned how to manage the condition. Today, blood pressure was 93/50. He is asymptomatic. He continues to take the midodrine 10 mg p.o. t.i.d. He has atrial fibrillation that is paroxysmal. The patient is taking amiodarone.

2. The patient has a history of BPH that is asymptomatic and under control.

3. The patient has managed the hyperphosphatemia really well with the administration of Auryxia. The patient is going back to Ohio in the near future and we are going to continue the followup at the Kidney Center.

I spent 3 minutes reviewing the x-rays and MRIs of the spine, in the face-to-face conversation 15 minutes and documentation 5 minutes.
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
