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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that has a history of arterial hypertension, diabetes, hyperlipidemia and the aging process that are most likely leading her to nephrosclerosis. The patient continues to maintain an estimated GFR of 50 mL/min, the serum creatinine is 1.1 and the protein creatinine ratio is negative.

2. Arterial hypertension that has been under control. The blood pressure is 138/66.

3. The patient has type II diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c has been around 6% most of the time.

4. The patient has sick sinus syndrome. She has carcinoma of the breast, receiving radiation therapy. She is going to be receiving 32 treatments and the patient had a change in the pacemaker from the right side to the left side in order to be able to complete the therapy.

5. Sick sinus syndrome with permanent pacemaker.

6. Coronary artery disease status post stents.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is managed with the administration of Crestor.

8. The patient has serious case of hyperuricemia. The patient is allopurinol intolerant. She is a candidate for pegloticase.

9. Anemia that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months.
