She states she is allergic to SULFA. So, she possibly got Keflex, but she does not know what exactly she got.

Operations: Include surgery on the eyes for glaucoma.

Personal History: She is married. She has two children; daughter is 22-year-old. She states she is on HealthSelect insurance and she has listed me as the PCP. She has not lost weight. She does want to see a psychiatrist, but because she is on the HME plan, it may be difficult for her to find one. She has no suicidal ideations. Her husband thinks she needs to talk to a psychiatrist because she has not come up to par with her vision problems. I did lot of counseling with her. She states at times she does get suicidal ideation, but she will not do it because she loves her children. The patient states she has frequent falls because she has lost depth perception. She states she went to check her mail to the mailbox and, because of uneven surface, she could not know it and she fell. I have advised that she should use an assistive device.

Review of Systems: She denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. She is a nonsmoker. She does not drink alcohol or do drugs.

Physical Examination:

General: Exam reveals Ms. Rhonda Davidson to be a pleasant white female who is awake, alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.
She states when she used Prempro she would get a lot of breast swelling. Her mammograms were almost a year ago.
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The Patient’s Problems:

1. Recurrent urinary tract infections, severe.

2. Glaucoma.

3. Abnormal gait.

4. Frequent falls.

Plan: Plan is to check her labs including UA and urine for C&S, see her in the office in two weeks, retrieve records from St. Joseph of urgent care visit or ER visit, help her with psychiatric consultation. I reviewed the PHQ-9 and GAD forms filled. See her in the office in two weeks.
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
