History: Ms. Chu Li was seen today. She states her insurance is not paying for Jardiance or Farxiga because she has a $500 deductible and, even after that is met, she has to pay $150, which is not going to be possible for her. I have given her some samples of Farxiga. Her sugar has increased. A1c has increased to 7.8. She denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. She states I had seen her last month for a black eye and she has recovered from that except still there is a little bit swelling, but the patient also had an accident last year and she has lot of stasis dermatitis on the left leg and still the healed bruises that cause her pain in the left leg and she wants to see if I can prescribe her ibuprofen 800 mg, which has really helped her and I have prescribed her. She also has coronary artery disease and a stent, but she is stable because she is asymptomatic. She has the pain probably because of arthritis that has developed after this auto accident injury and she uses 800 mg of ibuprofen only as necessary and not on a regular basis. Side effects discussed. I have given her Farxiga. She is to continue her metformin. I will see her in the office in about six weeks.
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
