History: Mr. Tippett was seen today. I had last seen him in September 2021. He states too many things have happened to him since I last saw him. About a month ago, he states, he tried to get up and had sudden severe back pain and, for that, he went to Physicians Centre and saw a sports medicine doctor who ordered an MRI of the lumbar spine and MRI of the lumbar spine showed some problem in that there is a rupture of disc, which is sitting on one of the nerves and that is why he has numbness over his left thigh and left knee area and he was advised to see a surgeon. The patient’s family has seen Dr. Vivek Kushwaha in Katy, Texas and went to see him and he was told that he will need to have a laser surgery done and they wanted a CBC, CMP, PT, PTT and an EKG done and faxed to them and that is about it. The patient otherwise has:

1. Long-standing history of hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Adult attention deficit disorder.
Medications: The patient’s medication list included:

1. Metoprolol succinate ER 50 mg a day.

2. Lisinopril 20 mg a day.

3. Livalo 4 mg a day.

4. Lovaza 1 g two capsules twice a day.

He states for past one month, he has not used any Ritalin, which he takes 5 mg two in the morning and one at noon. He also has severe glaucoma and sees Dr. Tran and he states the last time he saw his pressure was about 27, which is significantly high and he has a laser surgery on the eye on 03/18/2022. The patient has the surgery on the back set up for coming Tuesday. I gave him today the paperwork to do his blood work and EKG was done that was within normal limits. It was noted all the paperwork that the patient brought was copied, and apparently, his diagnosis is M51.26, left L2-L3, L3-L4 ESI. The patient has seen orthopedic for right shoulder replacement surgery or rotator cuff surgery from which he had not recovered properly. He had also seeing them for DJD of the thumb and now this.
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The patient is quite anxious and upset about his back problem and about his glaucoma problem and apparently he is seeing specialists for both and we will see how he comes out. His labs and preop chest x-ray are back. We will fax it to what the patient told us to. He is not taking any Ritalin. So, no Ritalin prescription was given even though we did check Texas PMP. The patient has definite numbness of his left thigh and left knee.

The Patient’s Diagnoses:

1. Left lumbar radiculopathy.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
4. Glaucoma.
The patient is not even taking meloxicam at this time.
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
