History: Mr. Wilson is a 55-year-old white male who we had a little lengthy visit today. He came to me because he was unable to find a doctor who is prescribing him his Adderall and he has an appointment to see the psychiatrist on March 22, 2022, so, I told him I will be prescribing the medicines till then. I do not suspect any abuse. His CNS VS did show he had problem with attention deficit. He has a good job. He is working as a supervisor. He saw some doctors in Woodlands or Conroe and apparently saw a urologist there also as his PSA was high and the patient had biopsies done on 02/16/2022, including MRI of the prostate and PET scan and was told it was prostate cancer, Gleason score 7 and is advised a prostatectomy followed by radiation therapy. The patient is not 100% certain what he wants to do. The patient stated he asked the urologist one question that if it happened to him is that the treatment route he would follow and the patient told me that he was set back and stated his case is different and that bothered him a little bit. I told him for a drastic diagnosis like this it is no problem if he gets a second opinion. He is very close to MD Anderson Hospital. The patient understands that. The second thing is he was getting clorazepate or Tranxene 15 mg from Conroe or Woodland wherever he was and apparently he wants to transfer everything here. So, he wanted that refill. Texas PMP checked and I gave him a 30-day supply of Tranxene. I told him he must keep followup appointment to see Dr. Mahesh Dave and get a second opinion about his prostate cancer and I will follow up with him in the office.
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
