CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of wheezing per mother going on for a couple of months.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother states he is wheezing with cough off and on x1 month on meds per pediatrician.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Claritin, nebulizer, and albuterol inhaler.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory past medical history and taking albuterol with air chamber and nebulizer with inhaled steroid per pediatrician for the past month, history of RSD past June, was in Texas Children’s Hospital for five days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs:  Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. No inflammation. Pupils are equal and react to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. No nasal or oral mucosa inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: No respiratory distress. Noted to be diffuse rhonchi and crackles throughout the chest without wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for edema or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neurological: No loss of motor or sensory function. Cranial nerves II through X intact. Neuro at baseline.

We are going to take an x-ray, but unable to take with equipment of chest.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with reactive airway disease.
PLAN: Advised to continue medications as per pediatrician. I put on Xopenex to take for the next several days, but advised to follow up with pediatrician or Texas Children’s Hospital.
