Complaints per mother of fever and stomachache started yesterday, requesting flu test.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever for two days. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Essentially Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history is essentially negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs:  Temperature 102.4. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tympanic membranes are clear. Pupils are equal and react to light and accommodation. No nasal or oral mucosa inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Negative for tenderness or organomegaly. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Neuro at baseline.
The patient had flu test in the office and it is positive for type A flu.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza A with elevation of temperature without other distress.

PLAN: The patient was given ibuprofen for temperature in the office. Mother was instructed on temperature precautions. Started on Tamiflu. Follow up as necessary.
