DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of an 87-year-old white female that is a patient that is followed in this clinic because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. Most of the deterioration of the kidney function is related to the chronic congestive heart failure. She has cardiorenal syndrome. The patient comes with a laboratory workup. The creatinine is 1.2 that was determined on 03/07/2022 and the estimated GFR continues to be 41 mL/min without a significant proteinuria.

2. Anemia that has improved.

3. The patient has a history of pulmonary hypertension that has not had any manifestation.

4. The patient has history of aortic stenosis that is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Win.

5. Atrial fibrillation on Eliquis 2.5 mg p.o. b.i.d.

6. History of hypertension. Blood pressure today 140/80. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 12 minutes in the face-to-face conversation and 5 minutes in the documentation.
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
