Dear Doctors:
This is a followup for Mr. Bigelow who has chronic kidney disease, right-sided nephrectomy, and hypertension, has iron-deficiency anemia from gastrointestinal bleeding from abnormalities in the stomach, GAVE, follows with Dr. Holtz, gastroenterologist in Midland.  Last visit in August.  He has received intravenous iron, although recent hemoglobin is 17, this was placed on hold.
Review of Systems:  The review of systems is negative.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia.  No gross blood in the urine, in the stool.  No blood in the urine.  No abdominal pain.  No infection, no cloudiness.  No major edema.  No open ulcers.  No claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Antiarrhythmic sotalol, for blood pressure Norvasc, HCTZ.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 114/77, weight 228.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.

Laboratory Data:  Chemistries in February, normal kidney function, low potassium at 3.4.  Normal sodium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus. Hemoglobin high at 17.  Normal white blood cells.  Low platelet count 134.

Assessment and Plan:

1. Right-sided nephrectomy.

2. Kidney function is stable, no progression.

3. Blood pressure well controlled.

4. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, pacemaker, WATCHMAN procedure, off anticoagulation, off Plavix, remains on antiarrhythmics, has not required rate control.
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5. Gastrointestinal bleeding from GAVE, presently high hemoglobin.
6. Diagnosis of hemochromatosis without end-organ damage.
7. Low potassium, is new, to be watched.
8. Low platelets, minor, no active bleeding, to be watched.  All issues discussed with the patient.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
