PATIENT NAME: May, Berna

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/10/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen today for transitional care. She was admitted at Medical Center Hospital on February 23, 2022 to March 1, 2022. Diagnosis was left leg cellulitis. The patient had a gram-negative bacteremia, but it was skin contaminant. The patient improved with Levaquin and doxycycline. The patient wants to take one more week of these antibiotics. Cellulitis of the left leg has improved, but she complains of pain and she wants antibiotic. We advised her to go to the emergency room if she develops diarrhea from antibiotics.

PLAN: Levaquin 750 mg every other day, four tablets were ordered to last eight days. Doxycycline 100 mg twice a day was ordered for seven days, Xanax 0.25 mg at bedtime for sleep 90 tablets ordered with no refill. The patient also wanted betamethasone cream and we reordered it.
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
