PATIENT NAME: Edmonds, James

SUBJECTIVE: The patient developed fluid in front of the left knee for last four to five days. He denies any definite history of trauma.

PLAN: The patient has one and half inch size swelling in front of the left knee consistent with prepatellar bursitis.
