CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came for medical followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 55-year-old Hispanic male patient is being followed by Dr. Anand Reddy for last few years. The patient had chronic renal failure from hypertension and diabetes mellitus type II. He recently received a kidney transplantation in November 2021 at Medical City Transplant Center at Fort Worth, Texas. The patient came for primary care. The patient has atrial fibrillation and he is being followed by Dr. Neerukonda. He has hypertension for last 10 years. He had injection in the eye for retinopathy exact details are not known. He has diabetes for last 15 years. Dr. Neerukonda had placed stent about one year ago for coronary artery disease.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Atrial fibrillation and patient is on Eliquis, hypertension for last 10 years, retinopathy, diabetes mellitus type II for last 15 years, kidney transplantation in November 2021, and coronary artery disease status post stent placement one year ago.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Kidney transplantation on November 15, 2021 and right shoulder arthroscopic surgery further details not known.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – the patient smokes one-third packet of cigarettes per day for last 11 years and he is not smoking at present. Alcohol – patient drinks small amount of alcohol.

PLAN: The patient is currently on Lantus 18 units daily, but we are going to increase it to 20 units daily because his blood sugars are 140 to 160. He will continue NovoLog 5 units at breakfast. NovoLog will be changed to NovoLog 6 units at lunch. He will continue NovoLog 5 units at supper. He will monitor blood sugars and family will fax us the result. The patient will continue to follow up with his physicians at Medical City Transplant Hospital at Fort Worth, Texas. The patient’s family will bring results of the last blood test.
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
