History: Ms. Allen was seen in person after almost about two years. I had done a few video visits with her. She states after she got the COVID shot she was very sick for a couple of days and now has recovered, she took the booster and everything. Though her 11-year-old daughter has not had the COVID shot, but she got a mild COVID infection. The patient is on 10 mg Paxil and 0.5 mg lorazepam as necessary and has done well and she wants those refilled. Her last lab was in 2020, and it is a good idea that we monitor her lab. I have ordered CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH and we will proceed and see how she does. She denies headaches. She denies any mental confusion. She denies chest pain or shortness of breath or nausea or vomiting or diarrhea or abdominal pain. She works at A&M and is doing well. Her Texas PMP was checked, lorazepam and Paxil refilled; lorazepam only for #15 tablets and Paxil for #90 tablets. If there is any abnormality in the lab, I told the patient I will give her a call and she was advised to get the labs done today. Reviewing the previous history, she had problem where she had mental confusion secondary to anxiety, but Paxil 10 mg has kept things under control and she wants to continue it. The rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
