History: Ms. Garcia was seen today. I had given her a sample blood glucose monitor Libre FreeStyle 2 that she could download on her phone and, after I had started her on Ozempic 0.25 mg once a week and given her samples, her blood sugars came down immediately; her average sugar for the past two weeks was 138. She is due for another A1c in May. As her A1c in February was high to 8.6, the patient was given another six-week supply of Ozempic today. She states she called Humana and her cost for Ozempic was $800, she states because she has a $400 co-pay. She states she gets Repatha injections for her cholesterol through Dr. Mitchell, but they do not want to renew her free medicine starting this year and she states she does not know what she is going to do or what Dr. Mitchell, her cardiologist, is going to do. She liked the way how we check the sugars using the telephone and is interested in CGM testing through that. We will look into the pharmacies that accept and fax the prescription there.
