I advised her not to take any NSAIDs right now. I told her Tylenol No.3 or No.4 may be okay. The patient was apparently getting Vicodin *_________* from the orthopedic doctor. So, last time, when I saw her, I told her it is a very addicting medicine and addiction starts only after you had a surgery and you do not keep a watch on your use of the medicine. The patient’s husband states he tried to tell it to the doctor, but he would not listen. So, it does not matter. At this time, I have ordered acute hepatitis panel, complete abdominal ultrasound, repeating a CBC and we will proceed from there.
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
