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1. JS, 56-year-old male with a foreign object in the left eye, diagnosed with abrasion, conjunctivitis, treated with eye drops. The patient was happy with the care and happy with the physician seen.

2. AH, 19-year-old with a dog bite left hand. The patient was given clindamycin and Rocephin in the emergency room. Sent home with Augmentin and Naprosyn. The wound had to be repaired.

3. OH, 11-year-old with dog bite, treated with Augmentin. This is more like abrasions, did not require suturing. Family was happy with the care.
4. CS, 30-year-old with left hand laceration. The area was closed. Tetanus given. Placed on antibiotics, but the hand looks red, hot and more inflamed. She is going back to the emergency room today for followup, she states, but she was happy with Dr. Abbasi and everyone involved in her care.
5. DD, 24-year-old with right ear pain, diagnosed with flu A, treated with Tamiflu. The patient did not answer the phone. Workup was appropriate.
6. DH, 41-year-old with a dog bite from the same family; this was a family member’s dog that they were keeping. This gentleman had a couple of areas in the leg that required repair. He was treated with Rocephin, clindamycin, but was sent home with clindamycin and cefdinir, not sure why not just Augmentin; he is not allergic to penicillin. He was happy with the care he received, but he states one wound looks red, inflamed and more swollen. He is going to see his PCP for followup.
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
