CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents for refills on medications.

PRESENT ILLNESS: For refills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes mellitus, GERD with a history of deep vein thrombosis, mostly history of intestinal blockage and obesity.
Past history as above with MRSA and C. difficile infections in the past, history of abdominal hernia with bowel obstruction with repair of hernia on 03/21/2022. Medication for refill lisinopril 20 mg. The patient is requesting to be on verapamil 40 mg which she has taken in the past because of irregularity of heart with sensation of palpitations, also with abdominal discomfort off and on at times. The patient given verapamil 40 mg to take one daily and Bentyl 20 mg to take p.r.n. for abdominal pains. EKG performed in the office showed no ectopic beats or abnormality.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, C-section x 2, left leg, and kidney stones.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Multiple medications as per chart.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE and PERCOCET.
IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 159/71.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: History of palpitations without evidence of PVCs at present, history of hypertensive cardiovascular disease, history of bowel resection with irritable bowel.
PLAN: The patient is also on pantoprazole 40 mg a day for GERD. The patient also states that metformin that she has been taking has been causing diarrhea x 4 for the past few months, requesting to continue to take it for now without need for refills. The patient advised to take medications. Recommend followup by cardiologist. Advised to see gastroenterologist for evaluation of stomach problems in the future with possible colonoscopy recommended. Follow up in two to three months for refill of medications.
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
