The patient presents with complaints of cough and sore throat with history of being exposed to type A flu.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with complaints of cough and sore throat for two days. Wife with type A flu.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Posttraumatic stress disorder and history of cervical fusion.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None reported.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes one-half pack a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of PTSD on gabapentin and history of neck fusion several years ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Elevation of systolic blood pressure of 147, pulse of 101. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal and react to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Nasal and oral mucosa with slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X within normal limits. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood and affect within normal limits.

The patient had a flu test which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Possible type A flu, unconfirmed.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with advice to follow up as needed.
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
