The patient was brought to the clinic by family. She states that the baby has been vomiting, with diarrhea for the past five days, with no appetite, but she states she took baby to the emergency room, but they did not see her because her fever was not over 105.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Per mother, states the child has been vomiting and with diarrhea for the past five days, having diarrhea more than 10 times a day and vomiting 17-20 times a day, not taking fluids, small amount of milk. She states she was seen at emergency room two weeks ago with temperature of 103 for six days with minimal treatment with clearing of temperature after six days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 100.2. Infant examination all within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative except for slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Negative for edema or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rash or lesions. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Neuro at baseline.

The patient had strep screen performed in the office which was negative. Because of history with severe vomiting and diarrhea after several days without clear evidence of dehydration, but because of history, mother was advised to take the child to Texas Children’s Hospital for additional evaluation and a note was sent asking for their treatment. Follow up in the future as needed.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Gastroenteritis by history with frequent vomiting and diarrhea and minimal dehydration.
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
