CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today for followup from an assault last Friday, complains of looseness right upper incisor without pain and also discomfort to lower jaw, increased with eating, without pain to temporomandibular joints, continued pain and ecchymosis to right infrapatellar areas where she injured her legs while trying to restrain people on her knees.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient follows up for assault at school in class, complains of bluish right upper incisor, continued ecchymosis and tenderness to right and left infrapatellar areas with ecchymosis. She states has obstruction to right nostril, Steri-Strips in place.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, depression, anxiety, anemia, adult attention deficit disorder, and cyst of breast.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart for list of regular medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history, old records reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. No deviation of nose noted with continued diffuse tenderness and slight swelling. Right upper incisor noted to be slightly loose without deviation. Neck: Supple without masses. Thyroid not enlarged. Chest: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Normal inspection. Skin: Scattered ecchymotic discoloration of the skin, diffuse, involving trunk and extremities with minimal tenderness. Noted to be slight swelling and tenderness to the right and left lower jaw without evidence of fracture on prior x-ray nose. Extremities: Full range of motion with diffuse tenderness. Neuropsych: Cranial nerves II through X intact. Oriented x 4. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup assault with multiple contusions and fractured nose.
PLAN: The patient was advised to return to on 03/21/2022 to work only on light skills with smaller children without risk of additional trauma and to follow up on 03/24/2022 for further evaluation of injuries.
