The patient is seen following an injury at work where he states he caught his finger on a metal protrusion with sustaining a laceration to his right thumb with excessive bleeding, treated with pressure, comes to the office for further evaluation.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Noted flap type laceration to distal thumb measuring 2 x 2 cm with a flap formation. Wound was treated with Betadine soaks and laceration closed with 4-0 nylon after 1% Xylocaine anesthesia without complications. The patient is to continue wound care and follow up in 10 days for suture removal.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cardiac stent, on blood thinner.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart for multiple medications.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: He stated he had a tetanus shot one year ago.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No complaints at present.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Without abnormalities. No other abnormalities of hand, forearm or shoulders. Neurovascular: Motor and sensory intact. No neurovascular compromise. Tendon function within normal limits.
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
